The Church Council met on January 10, 2012 and here are some highlights of discussions and decisions. 
 

The meeting started one half hour early to go over roles and procedures for new council members. 

 

- The Financial Secretary reported that $245,286.00 had been donated to the Building Fund as of 

December 31st.  Contributions to the General Fund (operating budget) were ten thousand dollars 

higher than 2010 with $275,922.00 donated.  Worship attendance for December averaged 231 per 

weekend, the highest average since 2005 and the overall weekly average attendance for the year 

was 183. 

- Debbie Rescott, our Treasurer, gave each committee chair a copy of their committeeôs budget at 

the end of 2011 and explained to new members how to use the Request for Reimbursement forms. 

- Debbie Bensen gave an update on the Ministry Fair and reported that just over 60 pledge cards 

had been received from members.   

- Sarah Benoit reported for Evangelism that nine bikes had been given out by the Bike Ministry in 

December with a total of 60 given throughout the year. 

- Lisa Noegel reported that the committee had hosted a funeral dinner and that sign up sheets for 

fellowship time had been posted and for the Lenten soup and sandwich suppers. 

- Sari Fowles shared that the Social Ministry Committee had collected 28 toys during the Toys for 

Tots drive.  Thirty-three people attend the Christmas Day dinner.  The Christmas Wreath ended up 

providing 15 gifts to our homeless friends, but sadly, one card was taken and no gift given.  The 

Coupon Club has begun to take off with ten people in attendance at the last meeting.  The club 

will not only seek bargains for themselves but were enthusiastic about using their efforts to help 

those in need.  A summer feeding program is being considered for children who get their main 

meal of the day at school. 

- Shirley Midthune, the new chair of the Christian Ed Committee, reported that the committee had 

met and decided to modify the rotation program that the children are currently using.  From now 

on there will be only two twenty minute stations and an opening gathering.  We are now using the 

Spark curriculum from Augsburg Fortress and each member of the committee will work to plan a 

particular three week lesson.  When they next meet, the sessions will be presented to the group 

and members will be sought to help buy the supplies and prepare the sessions.  All of the great 

volunteers of 2011 will be called on again to teach.

Larry Trieglaff has agreed to oversee the building project on behalf 

of the congregation.

- New President, Richard Rakoff, reminded the council that year end committee reports are due by 

the end of January. 

- A request was made by Marlene White for the use of the fellowship hall on or around February 

19th.  The request was approved after discussion with the stipulation that Marleneôs group work
